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What is Scottish Country Dancing?

Scottish Country Dancing is a social form of Celtic dancing using the traditional reels, jigs, and strathspeys of Scotland.  Once you learn a few common figures, you will be able to do hundreds of dances.  It is different from Highland Dancing (fling & sword dance) because you dance in a set of 6 or 8 with a partner. No Scottish background is necessary!
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On special occasions, men wear kilts and women wear party dresses with a tartan sash.
